Christmas is over for another year... the wrappings discarded, but
hopefully most of the presents are still intact. Did you get what you
hoped for?

and remember, your church gets to choose what you'll wear.

‘Vision4Life’ is going to be the next phase of the United Reformed
Church’s ‘Catch the Vision’ Process.

A group of us wanted to do something to enable the faithful
people in our Churches (people like you) to find fresh excitement
and encouragement in the basic things of our faith — the things
that make us who we are. We know that every church is different,
with its own pressures and its own delights, but we rather suspect
that the very things that should be God'’s particular and special gift
to us have, for many of us, become a little flat or even a little
scary. Can we, church by church, recover some ‘oomph’, risk
some excitement, get excited again about dressing up to go out?

How would that be, then?

Well, we say that the Bible is important to us, but our historic
Reformed emphasis on the central importance of the Bible and an
educated ministry means many of us are a bit wary of the Bible,
unsure of our own ability to read it aright, happy to leave the study
bit to the minister. Can we do anything to enable more of us to
ENJOY engaging with the Bible? Can we help people recover
their confidence in the Bible and confidence that they have
something important to bring to the shared task of making the
Bible speak excitingly to us all today?

We mainly have a deep sense that prayer is important, but how
much of a help is it with the frustrations, sadnesses, pains and
pressures of life? Couldn’t we do better at finding God’s support in
the midst of our lives and the lives of the communities around us?
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Youth matters

Café Base West: started in our new venue, Shaw Church at the
beginning of September 07, still on Tuesday nights. We
generally see 35-40 young people each week and over the term
have seen 78 different young people; 48 of these are new
contacts this term, 4 out of 5 are unchurched.

The leadership team has gelled well together this term, with some
new leaders and we feel like we’ve built up good relationships
with the young people, getting to know a large number of new
faces. Our main activity has been to put together a youth talent
show for Christmas, which was well attended by parents and
church members. We've had positive feedback from many that
this was an enjoyable evening and we raised £180 for Toybox
charity, so overall very worthwhile. The young people really
enjoyed preparing for this and we all withessed them developing
social skills as well as practical and performance skills. Each
week we have had some Christian teaching through the media of
DVD's, talks, drama and discussion. Most of the young people
have engaged with this on some level. Many have expressed
interest in following a Youth Alpha or similar course next term.

Emerge

West Swindon Ecumenical Partnership has agreed to form a 3
year partnership with Ncounter to deliver joined up youth work to
churched and unchurched young people. This will focus upon the
provision of evening youth work at Shaw; schools work through
the Collective Band in Bradon Forest and Greendown Schools;
workshops at The Base youth facility in Purton Stoke.

We have a Steering Group, Management Team and a Youth
Management Team set up. A youth survey has been undertaken
in Bradon Forest, Greendown Schools and throughout our church
youth groups to ascertain what the main focus of the project
should be and what kind of activities should be involved — leisure
and faith-based. Over 500 replies have been received
(representing 20% of all young people in West Swindon). From
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these, a group of 25 young people came together at Shaw at the
end of December to discuss the findings of the survey and begin
to form a plan for the future project, starting Jan '08. This group

included 20 completely new contacts who had responded to the

survey in schools.

In January '08 the new Collective Band (under Nikki's leadership)
will be with us, trained up and raring to go! There is a great
opportunity to meet them and see them perform on Sunday
February 10", 6.30 pm at Shaw Church. Please do come along
to support this vital work with the young people in our
communities. Thank you for all your support in many different
ways, and please continue to pray for all the youth work and
leaders in the West Swindon Partnership as we seek to share the
Good News of Jesus Christ in word and action. We look forward
to being part of what God will accomplish in the coming year!

Phaze Youth Group Fridays 7pm-9pm

Phaze is the partnership youth group for young people who have
reached their 11th birthday until aged 14 years. It began as a
small group of young people meeting to discuss faith and consider
confirmation or baptism and has been running for about

7 years. It is now a much larger group, with over 20 regularly
attending, some of whom have no church background. We meet
every Friday in term time for fun, food and fellowship. We
currently have 3 adult leaders, willingly supported by 5 junior
leaders who have previously attended Phaze themselves
and who are over 14 years.

A typical evening begins with games organised by the junior
leaders and include favourites such as "Sardines" or "Crocker" (a
hybrid of cricket and football). Around 8.00pm we break for a tasty,
healthy supper and we introduce the theme for a more reflective
end of the evening. The young people break into smaller groups
with our junior leaders and are also helped by adult leaders to

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explore the theme further, usually in drama. We finish our
sessions with a prayer time and over the years have been blessed
with significant ;nswers to prayer. Some years ago one of our
Phaze members was being bullied at school and so the young
people prayed about this situation. As a result of these prayers a
new member joined Phaze. It turned out to be the person who
had been the bully in that situation. It was wonderful to witness
these young people being able to become friends.

Each year we hold 3 annual events: the Phaze Sleepover &
Breakfast towards the end of the spring term; exploring
Savernake Forest & a special time of worship just before the
summer holidays; and our Nativity Re-visited during January as
everyone is busy with school productions during December.
These events are high-lights of our time together through which
the young people can discover further their gifts and skills.

It is a privilege to watch our Heavenly Father at work in these
young people and also to be a part of His process. Youth work
can often appear frustrating whether its due to getting the right
format or maybe a lack of committed leaders. As a leader who
has previously struggled to stay committed to youth work,
helping with Phaze this term has shown me how our young
people need committed adults just to be there for them and to
allow them to be themselves. If you are involved in youth work
in each of our churches or through the partnership groups, be
encouraged by our young people and also through the words of
Ephesians 3: 20 (NIV)

"Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all
we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within
us, to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout
all generations, for ever and ever. Amen."

Please pray too that our Heavenly Father will provide more pairs
of hands for this harvest. As we end in Phaze - in Jesus name,
Amen.
